"Socloeconomle Characteristics amd Nutritional Status of MNepalese Chlidren In Chitavan®
The study Is an investigation of the prevalence of oroteln-calorle malnutrition and I¥s
correlation wlth socloeconomlc characteristlcs among rurai chlidren under six years of
age. The anthropometrlc measurements of 358 chlldren were +taken and +the heads of +he
households were surveyed. The Gomez, Waterlow and MUAC (mid-upper amm clrcumference)
Indlces are used to determine the nutritional status of chlldren. Some 60 fo 855 of the
chlidren suffer from mild to severe malnutrltlon. About 10¥ of the children suffer from
+third degree malnutrition. The glrls have a slightly better nutrltional status than the
boys. The same s true with the chlldren of the lower caste poople. Kshetry's children
suffor from chronlc undernutrition. The variables such as the among of land farmed by the
family, caszh value of total crop productlon, caste, gender and educatlion show a weak or
inconsistent relatlonship with malnutrition varlables. Possible reasons for the lack of
assoclatlon between sociceconomlc vartables and child malnutritlon are discussed, accom-—
panled by some pollcy recommendations.

Popular Indian clnema blends Its forelgn influencas with elemants from fraditlonal folk
theater to createo a sucessful ly Indigenlzed hybrld form. |1s abllity to functlon as a
genulne natlonal cinema derlves from +he ef fectiveness of +thls hybrid fom In can-
municating with s "seminal® mass audlence. thdla's New Cinema, on the other hand, Is
largely cut off from Indla’s mass audience. A dynamlc movement of considerablo stylistic
and thematlc dlversity, wlth a substantial body of fiims of significant soclal comment,
New Clnema has developed In highly consclous oppositlon to the commercial clnema.
Although New Clnema's soclal concerns and 1ts aesthetlc of cultural rootedness make 11
appzar more authentleally Indian than the commerclal cinema, Its narratlve conventions
aijenate 1+ from the mass audlence. Thls paper contrasts the stylistic and thematic
approaches of tndla's New Clnema and commerclal cinema, and suggests that Mew Clinema, In a
situation not without paral lels elsewhere, exlsts as a special kind of second "natlonal”
cinemsa, representing Indla Infernationally with dlstinckion, but self=iTmiting In Iis
potential reach at home.

Thls presentation
seeks to Identify the shlft from money as an Instrument of enumeration and as a sub-
classiflcatlon of the larger category of 'number® (In the 15%h century) to money as an
Insfrument of exchange and as a category dlstinct from number (by the 18%h centuryl. Thls
categorical shift many In part be attributed to changes in the nature of the relatlonship
betwsen the pre-British states and the mliitary.

Delties represented in Gandharan Buddhist sculpture and on Kushan coln reverses occa—
slonal Iy exhibit a mudra of blessing simTlar to the Christlan benedictlc latina. Although
this gesture has baen confused with the later vltarka mudra, 7Tt has WaFRTRG to do with
teaching or speech, but Is a sign of benofactiBh and protéetion. In later Buddhlst art
+he Gandharan blesslng (sri mudra) became amalgamated with more evolved forms of the dhar-
macakre and vltarka mudfas Ti Thina and Japan, although vestiges of Its earller function
aFoSFI | ovIdERt. 56 oo within medleval Hindu Tconography iransmutations of the
Gandharan mudra can stil| be found. The same gesture was also commonly utllized in
pre-lslamic 56gdian art where 1t descended directiy fran Kushan modeis.

"Reflexivity and Control In Spirft Possasslon”

A general model of spirlt possession rltual Is proposed which [nvolves a sequence of Thvo-
cative and evocative acts. Speciflc rituals, ranglng from conventional tfo spontanecus,
are viewed 1n releation fo the general model. Technlques of score analysls are develcped
4o examine how spirits are defined by the parts played by the different partlcipants In
+he rituals The parts wili be compared wlth regard to the degree of fixliiy. Parts more
closely expressing and Impersonaling the spirit are less flixed *than those controlling the
splrite. In coordinatlon with the more fixed parts, the expresslve parts are encouraged to
progress foward greater virtuosity by constrainlng the spirit In roles Tncreasingly
roflecting conventlonal scripts, often In The form of role tradl+tlons, and at the same
+ime adding to the complexity of the performance.

COOKE, MaTs, Unlversity of Callfornia~Berkelay, (Panel: The South Asltan lLandscape:
Nepal: A Serles of Selacted Recemt Research Toplcs) .
"The People of Nisyang: Ethnic ldentlty in the Nepal-Tibet Bordsrland®

The paper presents Tn abbreviated form historical data as well as fieid research data o
deplct the complexity of processes of ethnic tdentificatlon among +he Nisyang people
("Manang1") of Nepal. The hlstorical data to be consldered cons st of approximately
twenty documents I[ssued by the authori+ies In Kathmandu in connection with the adm -
nlstration of the Nisyang region during the past two hundred years. The fleld research
data Involve patterns of econamlc activity, structures of lfocal polltical organization and
networks of kinship among restdents of the Nisyang val lay as weil as among WIsyang resti-
dents of Kathmandu. The data reveal a complex process of ldentity negotiatien involving
Tlpetan, Gurung, and Nisyang ldentities among the Nlsyang people. The compixity of such
processes, tn furn, calls into question varlous assumptions commoniy made about the pheno-
menon of ethnle Identity In the Himalayas.

COURTRIGHT, PAUL B., Unlversity of North Caroll na~Creensbore, (Panel: Death, Women, and
Regeneration In the Hindu World) :

"Sacrifice and Regeneration [n the Ritual of Satl”

The rifual of satl(suttee) provoked great controversy In late 18+h and early 19th century
until 1+ was oiiflawed In 1829. This paper wiil explore the symbolism, mythology, and
ritual dimensions of +the sat] +radition. Special attentlon will be glven to the claims
made for the rltual that through the sarifice of the wife +he hushand's karma was improved
and +hat the marrlage relatlonshlp would be preserved into +he next BIFfhs. Themes of
sacriflclal death leadlng to regeneratlon through reblrth, the speclal powers of the wlfe,
and the exerclse of those powers In the face of the Tnsusplclous cond!+lons of the hus-
band's dsath will be explored. The continultles and contrasts between the Idesl of the
satl and the real1tles of I'ts practice In the early 19th century will also be considered.

One of The richest and feast known classical artistlc/ritual tradl tlons of South Asla Is
the pyakham dance tradltion of the Newar clvllizatlon of Nepal. Ranglng from abstfract
solo dances o comedy fo modern theatre, pyakham reaches 115 ful lest expression In The
elaborate masked dance dramas. in thesa, Fare surviving forms of classlcal Indlan
Sanskrit theatre and Indian Buddhlst ritfual practice blend with Newar culture and cosmo-
logy o create speclal forms which artistical ly and rltualiy restructure the experlence of
performers and communlty. The Gam Kyakham Is a Buddh st Tantrlc dance composed by a Newar
king and a Buddhlst priest In' Fhe T7¥h century,; In the siyle of - centurles~aldsr |ndian
Buddhist dances. Performed by high-caste Buddhist priests, 11 comblnes Sanskrit rltual
and hlstorlcal drama w!th Newarl comlc Interludes. In thelr transformation fo erbodiments
of Indigencus Newar and Hindu=Buddhlst del+ies, the dancers create a geometrTc embodiment
of +the geography and cosmology of Nepal, transforming 1t Into a mandala framework for
attalning Buddhist Tantrlc realization. (Part 2 of TWO INTRODUCTORY STUDIES GN THE NEWAR
PYAKHAM. See atso Linda lltis, "The Jala Pyakhan of Harisfddhi"a)

#The Underground Political Partles and Thelr Armed Strugale In Afghanistan®

The paper discusses the armed struggle of the Afghan patrlotic forces headed by several
ma jor underground polltical partles In Atghanlstan.

"Ppssossion and Mipesls as Inferacting Modes of Masked Performance®

Two confrasting modes of masked performance seem to exlst. One to these modes siresses
the use of the mask as a spirTtual condult, facllitating and theatricalizing the
possesslon of the wearer by an entlced (or coerced) "wislting® spirltual entity. The
second mode proceeds essentially by imltation~-Arisfotle's mimesis—usling the aesthetlc
displacement Inherent in masked performance to essentlal z6 The Behavicur imitated and
project Tmages of greater rof lnement or (often) camlc exaggeration. The flrst mode Is
conmonly associated with axorclstic rites, while The second Is usually linked to enter-
+aloment and soclal criticlsm through satire. In practlce, these two seeming ly opposed
+raditions of masked performance show a great deal of Interactlon and lateral movement.
Tradl+lons may shift historically from one of these modes to ancther uswally, Tthough not
always, In the direction of secular and aesthetlic play. Often one of these modes may
color the ofther. Within certain traditlons, the cholee of mode may be determined by
external clrcumstances (the time ot day, the audience In attendance, the presence or
absence of a consecrated mask, the "purlty" of the dancer), or it may be lefi open, o be
determined in the filow of performance. The modes may even well alternate within a glven
performance. In dlscussing The Interact lon beiween these two performance modes, examplos
will be drawn from Orissan {lndfa) rltual and theatrical practlces, supported by vidao~
tapes and stides. -

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women In development programmes. Why are women overlocked? And how are the roles of
rurat women changlng desplte the lack of societal concern wi+h thelr part In the develop—
ment process? Thls paper sets out to seek answers 1o these fundamental questions. It
uses data collected by 11 Aslan doctoral research students who, as members of my
vpctlon~orlented study of the role of Women in Rural Develcpment®, conducted
anthropologlcal-style investlgations In Bangladesh, India, Indonesla, Paklistan and Sri
Lanka between 1978 and 1982.

"The Play of the Goddess: Possesslon and Performance In the Cult of Seranvali"

Seranvall, the llon-rldling goddess whose cult extends throughout the greater PanJab area
of northwast india, s experlenced by devotees Tn varlous contexts and manifestatlons, the
most dramatlc of whlch s her possession of human vehlcles. The Goddess takes on "wind
torm", enters the woman, and begins fo "play" with her. This type of possesslon Is seen
not as an afflictlon, but as a sign of grace, a granting of her sacred viston In response
+o the falth and devotlon of her devotees. The performance aspect of Goddess possassion
s 11lustrated by a look at possesslon of women within a single PanJabt famlly over three
gaenrations. These women, called Matas {Mothers), have bocane the focus of a smatl but
increasingly organized following throughout the Panjab and Haryanas They have bullt thelr
own temple and are worshipped both there and on tour as manifestations of the Goddess.
This small cult 1s developing Its own cultural performances which are connected with the
larger cult of Seranvalls In thls paper, Goddess pessesslon 1s treated primarlly as a
rellglous expression which must be viewed wlthin the Ideological and ritual context of The
Goddsss cult and popular HinuTsm In gereral. Inferpretation of the phenanenon is of fered
on three mutual Iy dependent levels-~Theotoglcal, cultural, and individual. Possession s
a means for the Goddess +o participate In the world of humans and for +he medium and her
audience to participate In the Goddess' divinity.

FARR, GRANT M., Portiand State Univers!ldy, (Panel: Afghanistan Update: "The Refugees and
Resistance) .

"intellectuals as Refugess and Insurgents®

Among The refugees fleelng Afghanlstan are Intel lactuals. Largely from Kabul, they cam-
not, or will not, live In the refugee camps and thus They do not recelve refugee rations
or alde As refugess their plight Is largely forgotten and some |lve in urban areas of
Pakistan In difficult sifuations. Alsc, they are vliewed by the Afghan resistance groups
with suspiclon and at times their lives are endangered. This paper will examine the
causes and consequences of the sitiuation of the Intel lectuals among *the refugees and pro-
pose some resolutlons.

early 15+h century manuscript ST Gujaratl provenance, painted In the Western Indlan style.
The Balagopalastutl Is an anthology of four-iined Sanskri+ hymns attributed fo the poet
Bllvafiangala which have as Their theme the loving adoratlon {bhakt!) of Lord Krlshna., The
Balagopalastut! serfes Is The only known primary source for sTidylng the Krsna cult In its
sarly stages of development documents the beglinning of the Valsnava Revival In Gularat.
The balagopalastutl Ts alse the only known contemporary document for the study of
Valsnavism In GuJarat in the 15th century. An analysls of the retatlonshlp betwesn the
text and pletures In the Balagopalastutl demonsirates +hat 11 was concelved as an
11 lustrated hymnal, Intended” fo serve as a meditative ald for the viewsr. FPoems were
tntential ly arranged for palnting, 1n order ‘o provide a visual focus for worship.
Analysls of the relationship beiween text and palnting also provides Insight Tnto the
changlng character of krsnabhakt! durlng the medieval perlod of Sujarat, and would appear
+o be a dlrect commentary on Book Ten of the Bhagavata Purana, the canonical scripture of
Krsnabhakti. Two new themes emerge as interprétaTrons of Puranic materlal. The flrst Is
Fhe celebration of those tender moments In the Intimate F8lATTonship beiween mother and
chlld, so famlitar from family life. The second 1s +he explticlt eroticlism of Krsna's
relatfonshlp with Radha and the gopis. The Tl lustration of these themes In the represen—
+atlon of Krsna 1s not represenfed as elther & cult Image or as the focal figure In a
harrative panel 11lusirating one of his lilas, as he had been before, but as one flgure In
an emotlonal relationship. This new approach to +the 1l lusiratlon of +he Krsnalila
rel focts a new devotional attitude, that of an intimate emotlonal relatlionshlp beTween the
devotee and his gad which will become the focus of ‘the major sectarlan fradl tlons That
dovelop In the following century. My study provides another perspactive on the situation
of minlature painting In indfa. By glving priority 1o the cultural context, my analysls
conslders the place and patinting in the overall culture, and does not Impose Western
vajues and categories of connolsseurship.

"The Feeling of a God, the Elemish of a Witchs Dimensions of Possesslon Tn RajJasthan®

In rural Rajasthan possesslon is a commonp lace phenamenon, ocourring reutinely In domestic
settings as well as more dramatically In the context of shrines. Two sorts of externally
Impesed but Internal ly trans formative powers are sharply distingul shed: when a person Is
Inhablted by a delty It Is sald that +he "teeling" of that god "comes" o Them; when
gripped by a maliign force, they are sald to have a n,lemlsh?, or a "hlackness" and to be
Wattached® or "devoured®. Although a total di sJunction In consclousness between vehicle
and possessing power 1s well evidenced, The person who becames possessed fs also always
fmplicated, substantially or biomoral ly, by thelr rcle whether as vietim of malevotent
ssault or fintimate of divinliy. Approaching possession as performance, thls paper
explores such complexitles of character as wel | as dynamics of sudlence response, and con-
siders the conttnultles betwsen particlipants? experiences and thelr non~theatrical 1lves.

GOONAT ILLEKA, M.H., Untversity of Kelanlya, Kelanlya, Sri Lanka, (Panel: Valuss and
Visions Tn Sri Lanka: Practlce and Performance) '

“The Context of the Sri Lankan Mask"

Very few of us reallze that the masks of Sri Lanka and her masking fraditlons are an
extraordinary cultural phenomenon-one of the outstanding contributlcns, our tisland clvl=~
1izatlon' has made to the Aslan cultural spectrum.  There does not appear to be any
paral leis [n India, where the use of elaborate, stylized or comventlonal ized wooden masks
1s so rare that i+ 1s unrecorded. The closest fradltions In Asla are those of the
trans=Himalayan reglon-Nepal, Buhtan, Stkkim, Tibet, Mongolia etc.and those of Southeast
Asla-expec!a\‘ly Indenesla, Burma and Thaltland. The Hlmalayan masklng practices are part
of +the Buddhist Lamatsm, although they have thelr origlns In folk cults. in Sri Lanka
masking remalns a part of local folk rellglons or have becare a part of ritual and
theatrical dramas at the level of the folk, sometimes In a purely secular context but
often wlth ritual overtones. The Sri Lankan masks are baslcal iy made of wood and exist in
three distinct contexts, namely, ritual, ceremonial and theatrical spectacle. The best
masks belong to the flrst two contexts. The rituals are elther excrclstic or curative.
The ce:-l_remonial dances or dance-dramas are soclal rather than demonte or exorcltstic Tn
character.

GORDON, STEWART, Hollywood, CA., (Panel: Workshop on the Social History and Relations of
Monay In South Asia)

wMonetlzed Paraganas of 18th Century Coniral India"

Recent attempts to study monetflzation In India have bean rather stronger on theory than
data. Thls paper, in contrast, taps the Pestwa Dafter, +he mos+ detalled 18%h century
records tn India, for an on~the-ground lock at dovelopments In money use Tn Khandesh and
Malwa. These iwo subahs were "heartland™ Mughal Emplre, before being conquered by the
Marathas, and are, thus, an Ideal area +o examine what we mean by monetization=for vil la=
ges, fowns, and Indlviduals. The data on money use come from taxes, flnes, dowerles, sale
ot rights, the cash gathered up on raldlng expeditlons, pay tfo sotdiers, and the purcahse
ot provisions. The focus will be on the Agra-Srat frunk road (runnltng th-ough Burhanpur)
and 1ts effect on a corrldor seom 20 mlles on each sldo. I+ appears that this corridor
was haavlly Involved in cash crops, trade, and speclalized and sophsliicated Industrial
activity..  Thls monetlzation even affected trlbal groups near the road. Areas outside
+hls corridor were, as we shal | see, less monetized.

GOUTTIERRE, THOMAS E., Unlversity of MNebraska-Omaha, (Panel: The Potentlal of
Afghanistan's Soclety and Institutions 1o Resist Soviel Domlnatlon)

nZahir Shah and the Questiom of Unlty In the Afghan Res{stance®

0f +The varlous Issues upon which Western analysts and the media focus when studying war In
Afghanistan, the most persistent s the lssus of unldy within +he Afghan Reslstance.
Sihce the appearance of numerous Reslstance groups fotlowlng the occupation of Afghanlstan
by the Soviet Unlon In December of 1979, attempts at developlng a single and unlfled com-
mand have falled. Some analysts see this as a major obstacle 4o the objectives of the
Reslstance. Ofhers caution that unlty of command could cause miit+ary 1labliTtlies.
Howaver, almost all cobservers agree that & unifled front that mlght serve as a symbol or
representation for the Reslstance forces Inslde and outside Afghanistan would be advan-
tageous. No organizatlon or indlvidual has been able to yet emerge wlth the capaclty o
bring all the various groups together. The single Individua! mentloned most often com
cerning the matter of a unlfied represantatlon or symbol Ts Zahir Shah, the former king of
Atghanlstan (1933-1973). St +he most popular Tndividual with the greatest number of
Afghans within Afghanistan, Zahir s & controverslal figure among the Resistance groups In
Paklstan and wiTh Freedom Fighter units inslde hls couniry, Efforts towards organizing a
representational front inltlated by him and tThose supporting him have yet to bear trulte
This paper will examine The clroumstances surrounding Zahir Shah and the Afghan Resistance
and whether or not there may be a role for him in the pursult of unidy within that
Reslstance.

In Nepal}



“The Chaf lenge to Hlgher Education In Nepal®

The early education In Nepal was that provided 1n that Hindu and Buddhist temples and
monastaries. Some form of educatlon was evident as early as the 6th cenfury. Modern
higher education started In Nepal with the founding of Tri-Chandra College Tn 1918. Since
+hat date, education has grown tfo Include over 60,000 students on over GO campuses of
Tribhuvan Unlversity as organized In 11 separate Instltutes. It Is a chal lénge to keep
higher educatlon developments In balance with other daveicpments of the country. Yet the
two are very much dependent upon one ancther, Some of Yhe speciflc chal lenges Tncludet
providing the best type of educational opportunittes for secondary school o aduates;
refining the technical and vocatlonal schools fo better meet the manpower needs of the
country; developling part-time educatlonal opporfun itles; determining The place of theore-
t+ical and applied educatlon; re-evaluating the use of €nglish Tn gradvate education; and
improving the program of tacuity development.

wAfghan Mujahideen, Sub=National Comflicts, and Compiexifles of U.S. Involvement®

in Peshawar, Paklstan. It iraces thelr polltical backgrounds and confributlons fo the
developmlent of varlous verslons of funadmental lslam In Afghanistan. Spectal atientlon
is focused on the Islamlc Alllianace, conslsting of five different groups, each holding
ditferent views of Islamlc fundamentallsm, and each aiming fo restore 1ts view of fun—
damentalism +o Afghanistan, This paper examlnes the future prospects of The lslamic
Alltance, I+s viablIfdy 1f It should acquire power, and implications +this may have
regarding U.5. support for the Mujahideen.

In 1193 Qutb al-DIn Aybak captured Delh] and fram 1206 the <1ty became t+he headquarters of
an Independent sultanate, thereby embarking upon what would be, In retrospect, 1ts long
history as a Muslim "imperial® capltal. Little survives above the surface 1o delineate
the first phase of Muslim occupation and consolidation (down to 1250): the Quwwat
al-islam mosque and the Qutb-Minar; the Tomb of I1+utmish; the foundatlons of the Dargah
Quth Sahib and the Hauz-l Shamsi, the so-called "Tomb of Bziban" and, further off, the
ASyl+an Ghari®.

®The Role of the Guru in The Vajrayana: A New Interpretation Based on Neware Sources"
Most of our knowledge of the position of The guru 1s based on Hindu and Tibetan sources.
Dismissing +the-Hindu notlons on this subject as inappropriate in a di scusslon of Buddhism,
the focus |s on The development of the positlon of The guru In Tibetan culture and how
those notlops have boon translated to western audlences. This development is historical Iy
documented to have developed from an extreme {lne of "iransmission” originating In Indla
wiTh Naropa and Tiiopa. It Is further developed with The acquisitlon of polltical power
by holy flgures In Tibet and culminates In the notfon of the Tulku. In contrast to *thls,
the Newar tradltion does not maintain a theory of the guru as delty. Instead, in I+s
reading of the texts of the VYajrayana, 11 understands several di fferent Interpretations of
+he guru notlon depending on the context. The flrst Is that of the Buddha VaJrasativa as
+he guru to all| individuals. The second Tn Tmportance is the notlon of the tnternal gury
which Is in fact Vajrasativa. The lowest In priorities Is the human teacher. However,
the lack of polltical power for the Newar guru has devs|oped the notlons assoclated with
the retationship beiween guru and disciple acording to different Ilnes than those above.
This |s seen as the relationship of any student to a teacher fn the classlcal Indian pat-
+ern where abuslve behavlor of the guru fowards the student Is not acceptable. Finally,
1+ is argued that ¥his Ts probably The correct interpretation for understanding +hls phe-
nomena even In Indian Tantric Buddhisme.

HAYNES, EDWARD S., Duke Unlverslty, (Fanel: Man, Environment, tand, and Power In
Ra Jasthan)

"Changing Land Use and Land-use Ethic In RajJasthan, 1950-1980"

This paper will examine the shifting degree of human Intervention in the RaJasthanl
natural enviromment over the last 130 years. Human declsions to act (or, more rarely, not
to act) to alter thelr natural surroundlngs are an Tmportant factor In an ecologlcally
fragile zone such as Rajasthan. The data base for thls paper wii! be a set of decennlal
statlstles (1950-1980) for each of the present districts of Rajasthan; these areas will
be studled In thelr 1970 forms, as aggregate units reflecting pre-Integration polltical
unlts, snd as examining eight major vegetation and land-use classes, grouplngs which can
be further refined into twenty sub~categories for more detalled examlnation of the
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changing natural enviromnment. The ailm of this paper wlll be not only to descrlbe and
detinle the preclse nature of human impact fn the change In Rajasthan's enviromment over
time, but to suggest to what degree RaJasthan/RaJputana, with a very dl fferent polltical
organization and history trom that of ofther areas of northern Indla, held and translated
Into policy a different athlc of land use and resource acCess.

Shaping & Natlon: The Role of Robert Knlght®

The Republic of India, as the princlpal successor of the British Raj, has groved Iis legi-
+lmacy by shaplng itself along Eurcpean ldeals and values. The role of the Anglo-tndlan
oditors is usually lgnored, and yeT They provided the medels for criticlzing the lipertal
system from within. HNo edifor left a greater legacy than Robert Kn fght, tfounder of both
+he Times of Indla, of Bombay, and the Stateman, of Calcuttee From 1857 until his death
Tn 1890, +his controverslal man dug h1s Frendhant and lnclsive pen Into every public lssue
ot the day. Beginning as a defender of british rule, Knight gradually soured on the Ra]
and, in the end, applauded the formatlon of the Indlan MNatlonal Congress and 1+s demand
for representative govermment. By showing Indians how British standards and vatues could
be used to atteck the emplre Ttself, he shaped and channel led the natlenallst movement Tn
t+hls cruclal formatlve perilod.



HOUSHOWER, HANS, Unlversity of Washington-Seattle, (Panel: VYalues and Vislons In Sri
Lankat: Practice and Performance)

"Fishormen, Prawns, and Poll4lcs In Sri Lanka®

Tradltlonal mari+ime Anthropoicgy In Sri Lanka has emphaslzed the viflage-level social
changes which result frem the Introduction of capltal-intensive technical Innovations
among coastal fishermen. Field research In Srl Lanka's norttwestern, coastal reglon
suggests that other factors are equal ly Important in attempting to characterize the soclal
l1fe of 5rl Lankan fisher—folk. In parflcular, ethnic-rellgious differences whlch have
been magnlfled by the current political situatlon are expressed as confilcting Interpreta-
tions of: rlghts fo common resources; access to marketing arrangements; distrlbution of
power among flshermen; and develcpment startegles of the minlstry of flsherles. Such
conflicts fink the "polltlcs" of everyday Ilfe on the water and onshere, to the communal
polltics which currently dominate Srl Lanka's natlonal experlence.

HUSSAIN, SYED, Unlversidy of Wisconsin-Oshkosh, (Panel: Bangladesh and Her Blg Nelghbors)
“Bangladesh and Pakistan: A Case of Reallgnment®

After the grussome clvll war In Pakistan, that led 4o the creatlon of Bangladesh in 1971,
1+ was widely speculated tThat Bangladesh, because of Its geocgraphical locetion, Its
cuttural and linguistic characteristics and T+s econamic contingencies, would of necesslty
become an ally 1f not a satelilte of Indlan hegemonic ambltions Tn the regton. The recent
developments 1n Bangladesh foreign pollcy aimed at reallgnment with Pakistan and a shift
away from the acceptance of Indian hegemony appear as ananolies. In thls paper I+ will be
argued that the most Ilkely explanatlon of this shift In allgnment has to do with siruc—
+tural reasons as well as class Interests within Bangladeshs In this context the historl-
cal ecohemic ties with Paklstan, the consolidatlon of the mil1tary bureaucrafic governing
elite Tn Bangladesh and the uneven and unequal dsvelcpment of soclo~econamic +les wlth
india wlil be posed as explanatory factors.

One of the richest and least known classical artisitlc/ritual fraditlons of South Asla 1s
the pyakham dance tradition of +the Newar civilization of Nepal. Ranging from abstract
s0lo dances to comedy to modern theater, pyakham reaches Its ful lest expression In the
elaborate masked dance dramas. In these,” rara surviving forms of c¢lasslical Indian
Sanskrit theatre and Indian Buddhlst ritual practice blend with Newar culture and cosme—
logy to create spaclal forms whilch artistical Iy and ritual ly restructure and experience of
performers and communlty. Reputedly +he oldest masked pyakham Ts the Jala Pyakhan of
Har!slddhi. This dance theatre Ts famous for its historTcal Content, and for ambodyling
all the gods, HIndu and Buddhist, of Nepal. Hartsiddh! 1s itself a uniquely sacred
village, with a special !Hneage of local prlests who became the gods of tThe dances.
STmultaneously the most classical and the most ritual of the Newar pyakhem traditlons, the
Jala Pyakham vividiy exhiblts a fundamental uniiy of art and ritual” In The interactlons of
dencors and audlence during a performance. (Part 1 of TWO [NTRODUCTORY STUDIES ON THE
MEWAR PYAKHAM. See also Ter EllTngson, "The Gam Pyakhem of Patan".) )

The content and movement of news
throughout india, and between Indla and Brltain, and Indla and other parts of the world
bacame a slgnlficant element In this process. In this context, the old assumptions about
the mutually beneficlal relationship between Reuters and the Govermment of Indla were con-
sldered, chal lenged, and to some extent set aside. It became clear that the Interests of
Reuters as a multinational buslness were Increasingly different fran those of the
Governments The latter's subjects were the former's clients. As each gave more and more
attentlon to the question of the survival of their monoploy Interests, 1t became clear
that the company had a chance fo survive, even Tf +he Ra] dld note. The peper will deal
with the assertlon of the distinctive role of the press and news sarvices in the context
of the nationalist struggle; and the developing tles between Reuters and natlonallst
leaders and newspapermen. The role of the Reuters contrelled Associated Press of Indla
will be glven parficular attentlon as the news entrepct within Indla and the sirategic
I1nk between Reuters' British and Indian ldentity.

The most widely accepted Interpretation of soclo-cultural change Tn Briflsh Indta Is one
of ‘'progress', an uninterrupted march towards ‘moderniiyt. This vislon Is particularly
strofig among i terate Hindus who proudly pelnt 1o reform measiwres that -emancipated Hindu
women from » wide range of soclal and customary disabilfties. Soclo-rellgious movements
fran the Brahmo Sama]'s victory over satl +hrough campaligns by many groups agalnst female
tnfanticide, chlld marriage, and the ban on widow remarrlages plus a varlety of efforts to
pravote women's educatlon are all given as examples of historical progress. Yet wlthin
this perlod a counter irend can be found as male led movements attempted to remove ' bad
customs' such as obscene songs sung at weddings, public bathing by women, puberty rituais
for girls and certaln festivals, alf of which were performed by women primarlly for
women. These movements appear to have been asserting greater male conirol over women than
had existed previously. Thls paper will explore the Implicatlons that arise from hoth
historlcal trends with partfcular emphasis on the possibliity that both technological and
culfural change produced a reassortlon of male domlnance within Hindu soclety. I+ witl
also examine the nature of religlous authorlty used to Jusilfy programs of change, and the

Upaz!lla (upgraded thana) Ts the Institutional approach with a pro-
mised phllosophy of carrylng out rural development In Bangladesh. |1+ 1s not +ime to eva-
luate the effectiveness of the Upazilla due 1o Tts short time frame of experlence as an
approach. However, whether the Upazilla would fulfil Its pranise depends upon 1+s viabi~
IT1y and continuatlon with the country's future govermment.

Future govermment-sponsored lrrigation development In the hilts will nearly always be 1n
areas where there 1s an exlsting Irrlgatlon organizatlon, and an awareness of these orga-

"princes, Artisans, and Archltects" Colonlal Bullding in Princely Indla, 1B60~1920%

This paper examlnes thae archlitecture of {ndia's princes to ascertaln how far and 1n what
ways these men responded o changing styles of bullding In British IndTa. During the
hal f~century after 1860 the Britlish developed a distinctlve archltectural style, known as
"indo-Saracenic", that sought to Incorporate Indla's past Into Britaln's Tmperial archi-
tecture, and so represent Britaln's Ra] as tegttImately Indla. Ceniral fo +this enterprise
were the princes, who, In The British view, ought appropriately to construct thelr palaces
tn this style which symbollzed thelr tles to Jhe lr past as a martial ellte. Some princes
prefarred, however, to define themselves In European, and others to persist In old artisa-
nal styles of bullding. But, Tf they wished o retain their predominance, the princes
could not simply continue unchanged Tn thelr own ways. They had to cone to terms wlth the
polltical aesthetic the British sought to Impose upon them.

%The Agonles of an Agonlzer: 'Rebel Poet' Kazl Nazrul isliam of Bengal and the Orfhodoxies
He Encountered: A Socfo-Political Analysis®

Kazl Nazrul lsfam (1899-1942-1976), famed "Rebel Poet" of Bengal, startled the Indlan
t1terary world with his radical ldeas and numercus disehedlences In the 20's of the 20th
century. Expressing his dissent through flery poeiry ard a conventlon-shatiering
{{festyle Nazrul offended at least flve orthodoxies that operated at the +ime Tn the poll~
+lcal soclal cultural and Tntellectual spheres of [lfe in the country: 1) the Britlsh
colonlal es+tab!lstment, 2) the Gandhlan mainstream of natlonal struggle, 3) Islamlc rell-
gloslty and Intel lectual authoritarianism, 4) Hindu soctal prejudice and cultural chauvi-
nism, and 5) the Tagore-centered (lterary orthodoxy in Bengal. The poet made speclflc
attacks against each of these orthodoxles to receive definlte responses from each. The
paper approaches +these dialectics 1n torms of a dissent-orthodoxy dichotomy. It also
tries fo +throw new Ifght on the quadrangular (Gandhlan, "terrorist!, conmunal and
soclolastic) polltics of the time, the dynamlics of contemporary Bengall I1terature, and,
above all, the problems of Intellectual freedom Tn a stduation where a plurallty of ortho-
doxles make too meny demands on the creative Individual.

MOFFATT, MICHAEL, Rutgars Unlversity, (Panel: Ethnosoclology and Related Approaches o
IndTan Culture) : :

"Racent Anthropological Paradlgms for the Study of Indla®

There are many general similarlties between Dumont's structurallsm and Marrlott's eth-
ncsoclology:s an appeal to Indic culture as the starting polnt for analysis; an Tmage of
India in opposition fo the west; and finterest In general principles or presuppos!tions
which cut across great tradition/lit+tle traditlon distinctions; a strong inferpretation of
the slgniflcance of +the texts at the folk level; an argument for partlcular pervasive
principles or processes; and a danlal of the relevance of the western concept of the per—
son. Both approaches are also often seen by critlcs as excesslively abstract, Ideallst and
relativist. There are major differences as well, In the particular formulated after
structuralTsm, partly In reactlon to 1+, partly as a confinuation of |ts general agenda.
More than structuralism, ethnosociology contlnues to generate an Impressive range of
cultural ly specific fleldwork—-see the other papers In this panel.

*The House is the Center: Gsography and Relatedness In Kerata Hindu Culturae"

Among the Nayarand Nambutirl castes of Kerala, an elaborate house Is found alongslde a
unique pattern of soclal organtzation. A Hindu ethnotheory of the points of the compass
is appiled to fleld date on these houses, showlng that they are systematical ly divided
into areas for persons In varying bodlly states and for dletles and other beings. The
structure of such houses Is shown 1o be relevant to +the Issue of what a Kerata matrili-~
neage (fravad) 1s, as well as 1o the problematic nature of marrlage among Kerala's ma+frI-
| Ineal castes.

MORENA, MANUEL, HNortheast 1lilnols Unlversity, (Panel: Ethnosociology and Related

"Wirgin, Wife and Widow: Complementary Performances and Perceptions In the Marlyamman
Festival of Tamil Town®

The Intersectlon of the fuli moon of Maclt with the Maka asterism marks the high point of
+he Marlyamman festival In ‘the Tamli fown of Palanl. For 30 days prlor 1o this Juncture,
+he goddess Mariyamman undergoes physical fransformations In terms of themmlc varlations--
she suffers excess of heat, becomes cool, and flnal ly moderately warm. The goddass' Inl-
t+1al state of overheat Is sald to be the result of the current hot season. Thls state of
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excesslve openness poses a Threat fo her worshippers. These worshlppers engage durlng all
this perlod 1n a series of counteractivities to bring the goddess to & moderate state, not
too hot and not too colde These counteractivities entall the marrlage of the goddess to a
mysterfous male, and finally a state of wldewhood. Worshippers of the goddass comprlse
nowadays many di fferent categorles of Hindues, prlmordlally Farmers and Merchanges, Brahmin
priests and Untouchables. Thls paper analyzes the serles of trans formations of thls god-
dess, and the accanpanying performances and perceptlons of her worshippers. “Seen ih 1ts
totallty, the festival appears as a canplementary set of counteractlvities to make the
goddess vlable to her multifaceted worshlppers. [+ also uncouvers aspects of the nature
of the goddess' worshippers who deflne themselves In thelr performances and perceptions of
the goddess.

Among Brltish officials of the Ra] who developed avocatlonal Interests In aspects of
Indian clvlilzation, fow were more serfously Tnvoived In research on as many toples as Sir
Richard Carnac Temple (1850-1931)., He made contributlops to the study of law, language,
rellglon, art, archlfecture, numismatles, history, folklore, and technology Tn South Asla.
Unllke many anthropiogical dilettantes and colonial publiclsts, however-~Including hls own
more famous father {a Governor of Bombay and later a Member of Parllement)--Temple
steadlly lnproved the quality of hls scholarship fThroughout hls carser in the Indlan army
and as a mllT+ary governor and colonlal commissloner. This put him In a pos itlon 4o bulld
what was In effect & second research career during hls long "retirement® In England after
leaving Indla at the turn of the century. Thls paper traces the range and ramliflcatlons
of Temple's scholarly interests and discusses hls signlticance as a transItlonal figure Tn
the development from "amateur/adminlsirative to Pprofessional /academic™ research In the
wostern study of South Asltan soclety and hlstory.

"The Hindulsm of Sr} Aurobindo®

Tne Hinduism of Sri Auroblndo relles on the ancient philosophical traditfon of Avdalta
Vedanta, but Aurobindo did not encourage Hindus to keep locking fo the past. Indeed,
Hindul sm for Auroblndo meant integral yoga—~—a system In which the technologlcal advances
of the modern world are Integrated Info the eternal iy=True metaphysical system of the eld.
The paper wll! explore +he way In which this hybrid Hindulsim 1s made manifest, and the
degree to which 1t Is falthful to tradition and fo modernlty.

NAFZINGER, DALE L., Cornell Unlversity, (Panel: ihvesfment for Water Resources
Devalopment by Rural People Tn the Hiils of Indla)

“Water Usagse for Irrigation and Micro-Hydro Powsr Goenerafion in Rural Nepal: An
Investigation of System Managemeat Alternatives¥

Although Nepal 1s very poor econanicatly, she Is blessed with an abudance of hydropower
wealth. LlttHe of thls potential has been developed to the present time. One form of
dovelopment which Is taking place, however, is the Tnstal lation of micro-hydro turbines tn
rural areas. When these instal lations were Tntlally Implemented Ta the 1960s, thefr pri-
mary task was and continues to be that of alleviating the arduous task of pressing oil,
grinding flour, and hulling rice by tradltional methods. Because the power derived from
these turblnes ts ulllized locally, there are times when 1t Is Important for the local
resldents to access which 1s more advantageous: using the avaliable power for milling
versus usfng 1T for irrigation. The declision becomes more compiex when 1t Is noted that
1rrigation has traditional ly been a communal actlvity vhereas many of the migro-hydro
schemes are under private ownership. In maklng declslons where two highly vested but
diametrical ly opposed Interests are represented, confilet has often been the result. The
gravity of the sltuatlon fs resounded in an observation made by one recent survey statling
that, "there ls a great danger of turbine schemes caming to a halt on account of water use
confllcts.® Based upon the author's fleld experlence, this paper examlnes some of the
criteria used by rural Nepalese In maklng the declslon as to whether the avallab le water
ultipately goes to the crops or to the furbine. Also considered are waler management
declslons In +he case of the "ghattat~the tradltlonal flour mit| which has existed for
cenfurles. By examinlng The ghatta and consldering cother alternative formms of water
system management, sirategles for confilict management wlthin the mlecro~turblne/irrigation
systen are explored.

NAIDU, GuM., Universlty of Wisconsin-Whitewater, (Panel: Business Climate in Indla)
Business Climate in Indla: Marketing Aspects®

The paper will dlscuss the evolufion of marketing Infrastructure as 1t relates to the eco-
nonlc devetopment of India.

The phenomenon of spirit possession 1s looked at in relatlon to conventions of aesthetic
content percelved as necesary to obtaln the desired outcome of the rituai (various manl-
festations of +the deity's power) Includling the proscribed rendering of the plctorial
representation of -the delty, the genre-speciflc form of muslical accampaniment which Is
sanctlioned by local myth, and songs the content of which Informs directly the spaclfic
form that possession takes, The ways In whilch oral iradition, fncludling local varlants of
Hindu mythology and particular (sung) texts explaln and supgort ritual form and action are
also consldered. Both manipulatlon and control of power tirough assthetlc elements and
control  through mythological autherTty are examined TIn relation ‘o ‘taditional ly
proscribed performance conventions as well| as possibi|itles for indlvidual Innovation.

NIYOGE, PUSPA, Unlversity of Calcutta, (Panet: South Aslan Landscape)

Buddhlism tn South-East Bengal (¢ a.d. 500-1200)

South-East Benga! became a promTnent center of Buddhism iong before the rise of Buddhist
Pala dynasty. The pre~Candra Inscriptions recovered In this area record flghts of land In
favor of Buddhist institutions. Similar evidence In regard to other parts of Bengal Is
wanting; the recorded donations were made In favor of Brahmans or thelr rellgion although
the Buddha 1s fnvoked in fthelr Inscriptions and the Buddhist Dharma-cakra symbol 13 used,
as evidence of thelr personal falth in Buddhism. The Buddhist Candras of 5.E. Bengal made
grants In favor of Brahmanlsm [Tke the Palas of Gauda. Some are of the oplnlon That the
Candra kings may have repudlated The Buddhlst falth and adopted Hlindulsm. But It may be
remembered that they cal led themselves Paramasaugata t111 the end of their relgn. In fact
the Buddhlsm which they folleowed was n&T a negatlon of Hlndul sm but represented to a large
extent a blending of +the two In consonance with the splrit of +the age to which they
belonged. That Buddhlsm was active In this region In the different perlods concerned Is
evidenced from the Chlnese accounts; the avallable inscriptions recording glfts of lands
tn favor of Buddhlst institutlons; archaeologlcal explorations and excavations In this
part of Bengai, speclally the Mainamat!-Lalmal range and I+s nelfghborhood. A noteworthy
feature of continuity and growth of Buddhism Is S.E. Bengal was +he rlse of some
flourtshing Buddhist centers tn this part of the country. .

NORBU, THUBTEN J., Unlversity of Indlana-Bloomington, {(Panel: Tibetan Scholars Tibetan
Cul‘ture, Society and Rellglon: in Commemoratlon of Twenty Five Years in Exile)
"China's Faise |mage of the Tibetan Question®

Based on wmy +travels o Tibet In 1980, +hls paper provides an update of +he current
situation under the Chlnese Rule. I+ wil| examlne China's Interest In resolving the
Tibetan Questlon and show That thefr pollcles have undergone no major changes. It will
also look at what policles are avallable In view of *he need on the part of many Tlbetans
to rectify the situatlon.

YAncestor or Evll Ghost? Contasting Paradigms of Ritua! Parformance In a Hindu Viilage In

In an especlal ly serfous case of Illness, set the stage for explorations of the cause to
be traced to a more Intractable, ancestral ghoste Thls calis for elaborate, ecumulative
Ttuals to Identity, and transform this ancestor to a deliy. When the Intense drama and
themes of thls Tnvocation do not prove possible, a shaman Is chal lenged fo act through
contrasting rituals and themes to remove the splrlt now differently concelved. The
character of these dlffering designatlons are convincingly asserted and displayed, and
engaged therapeutically in a forceful orchestration of Interrslated ritual media and
cu ltural themes.

PALAT, RAVI ARVIND, State University of New York-Binghamton, (Paneit The South Aslan
Landscape: A Serles of Selected Recent Research Toplcs)

"Popular Revelts and the State in Medieval South Indla: A Study of the VI Javasagara
Empire (1360-1565)%

The extraordinary incldence of popular revolts during the reign of Devaraya |1 Indleates
an Intensification In the extraction of surplus by the VijJayanagara state. Further Tndi-
catlons of the concentration of state power durlng the Vi]ayangara era are provided by
evldence of the decliine of +the relatively autonamous local and supra~local [nstitutions,
the administrative division of fThe Emplre Into provinces and revenue-dlstricts, etc. The
extractlon of surplus was also facllitated by the Tntroduction of the nayankara system—the
grant of revenue-collectlon rights to indlviduals by the State 1n F&tirn for specified
sums of money, and the provlslon of men and horses. {n the face of popular revelts, the
State and [¥s agents attempted to malntaln thelr levels of monetary Inceme by pramoting
agricultural development and by the direct cultivation of estates. While these strategles
tended 1o lead to a market-Integrated econcmy, they proved to be lnadequate to arrest the
tendency tdowards a crisfs In peasant agrlculture, which ultimately led 4o +he fall of the
V1 jayanagara Empire.
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PAPPU, 5.5. RAMA RAD, MTaml! Universtty, (Panet: MNiskama Karma)

whNiskams Karma: FEthlcal and Psycholeglical Aspects™ —

Niskama Karma poses some very Interesting ethlcal and psychologlcal problems, Ethically,
T¥raises questions like the following: Do actlons performed In a spirit of utter detach-
ment have any moral worth? Can they even be cal led 'actions'? Can disinterested actions
by ‘moral ly right or 'morally wrong'? 1 they cannot be, why should anyone do only what
Is morally right? From a psychological perspectlve, the most Tmportant lssue nilskama
karma poses concerns 1) The di s+inctlon between "dlsinterested actlon” and WFShGTTE
FEFTen" and 2) "dislnterested actlon® and "psychotic actlon®. An attempt will be made In
t+his paper fo inJect a minlmal morallity Into dlsinterested actions and to rescue nlskama
karam frem Its apparent assoclation wilth robot ie/psychotlc actions. -

PARKER, BARBARA, Unlversity of Michigan-Ann Arbor, (Panel: Rltual, Soclety and Symbol In
Nepat)

"Buddhist Ratlonatizatfon in Nepal®s Thak Khola Reglon®

The Ilterature on Thak Khola contalns extenslve discusslon of the adoptlon of Hindu soclal
and rallglous practices in the reglon, particularly by the Thaksatsae Thakalis who have
migrated to urban areas. Data collected durlng 1981-83 1n a Thakall village of Panchgaon
Indlcates that Buddhism 1s not In ecllpse among all those 11| remalning in Thak Khola,
and +hat a process of "Buddhlst ratlonal ization® may 1n fact be occurling. Rep lacement of
Jhankris by Buddhist Lamas In some caremonles, curtallment of traditlonal anlmal sacrifl=
ces at The behest of Gelong Lamas, the lIncreasing valuatlon of cellbacy and +he perfor—
mance of austerities among local lLamas, and the appearance in the area of a reslidential
teachIng monastery, all polnt fo a grown of interest in Buddhlism in 1+s other—worldly
rather than this-woridly aspects. Yl+imately, 1+ may be less meaningful fo analyze Thak
Khola's religious +trends In terms of elther "Hindulzatton" or "Buddhization® than to
acknowledge that purely local and shamanic religlous practices are losling Importance In
favor of +he more ratlonallzed and unlversallzed values of textual Hinduism and Buddhism,
in Thak Khola and perhaps in other high altitude regions of Nepal as well.

PERL IN, FRANK, Erasmus Unlverslty-Rotterdam, (Panel: On the Soclal History and Relations
of Money In South Asla) : _

®Agalnst the 'Disolving Effects of Trade': Monetary and Non-Monetary Forms of Exchango®
Recent research has bagun to demonsirate that monetization af fected substantial bodles of
smal ! urban and rural manufacturers and agricultural producers as early as the first half
of the 17th century. Cash advances for goods destined towards non-local markets Pnvolved
large peopulations and Tn furn stimluated spectalization [n production and supply of
foodstuffs and raw materfals. This 1s simply fo emphasize the bottom end of a general
process of fransformation affocting soclety at large In the late pre-colonlal period and
bound up wlth developments of appropriate medla, forms of productlon, skills and [nsthiu-
tlons, and speciallst cadres concorned with monetary relations. HMoreover, thls process
clearly had a cognltlve dimenslon about which very little Is currently known. Howevar, a
close scrutliny of the general!ly accepted argument about the “disolving effects of rade”
upon apparently 4radltional, ascriptive and riduallstic systems of payment and exchange,
suggests 11 to be untenable: not only do the disolving of focts of +rade contlinue right up
1o the present day but rltuallstic forms of exchange among the same poputations and in the
same towns and vlltlages, seem equally perslstent (which ts not to say static). The pre-
sant argument ts ap attempt to franscend the unsatlstactory state of current dlscussion
between substantivists and formallsts on the one hand, and rational Ists and relativists on
+he other, ané also the more general resort 1o the "dlsolving" ldlom In the |l1terature.
1+ offers a new, but provisional model capable of tneorporating both forms of relatlonship
and cognltion, and applicable fo all camplex socletles, iIncludlng those of the
Mindustrlal lzed west".

P16G, STACY LEIGH, Corne!l Unlversity, (Panel: RItual, Soclety and Symbol 1n Nepal}

"The Anthropology of [liness and Heallng in Nepal®

Our understanding of 1liness and healing In Nepal Is shaped by prier conceptions of what
constitutes medleine in ofher cultures. This paper drows on cemparative lssuas In The
anthropology of medicine fo discuss ex1sting research on Nepalese healing practices and
concepts of lllness. Following the daninant perspective tn medlcal anttropolegy, these
studles have focused oh The cultural beliefs that order the experisnce of 1illnesses and
explain 1ts causes. Yet people's wlllingness to experlment wi+th new healing technlques,
Tncluding ones that draw upon other +heorles of 1llness causation, contradicts the Impor—
tance placed on spectfle cultural bellefs about +he nature of 1llness. The disjunctlon
hotween our undersianding of what villagers belleve and our knowledge of what people
actual ly do raises questions about the nature of medical systems In general.

POULLADA, LEON B., St. Pau!, (Panel: The Potenttal of Afghanlstan's Society and
Institutions to Resist Soviet Domination)

"The Atghan Character as a Factor In Reslstance to Soviet DomInation of Afghanistan®

The paper will conslder the value of natlonal character studies both as theoretlical posiu-
lates and as practlcal pollcy tools. It will then examlne the difflcultles In asslgning
national character tralts 4o a couniry which Is multl-athnlc and multi~tingual . Withln
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that framework [t will examine Individual Afghan value systems and bellefs such as the
bellef that Afghans cannot be conquered. In addi tion Afghans, particularly non-urban
Afghans, have a soclal, family and tribal organization which Is highly Impermeable fo
absorbtion of outslde customs and behavior. Afghan character traits are strongly
maghlfied by climatic, topographical and hisforical factors. In additlon a process of
natural selectlon has glven Afghans great physlcal endurance and a tradi+ion of phystcal
courage. In case of attempted Sovlet domlination, Afghan reslistance Is also IntensTfled by
religious bellefs which fend to fortlfy the Afghan chracter Tn Its resolve not +o be
deprTved of freedom, :

In one of The more colorful eplsodes of British rule [n the Subcontinent, Musiim ievies
ted by Herbert Edwardes, a young Polltlcal Offlcer, were Instrumental In the suppression
of the revolte of Mulray, Governor of Multan Province In Punjab. There was, however, con-
siderably more than "biood and thunder® to the story. The conflict was essentlally =
power struggle between 'two local elites. Muslim mllitary and rellglous cfasses thatl had
been supreme In the reglon prior to the Sikh conquest of 1818 were arrayed against Hindu
mercantile and officlal elements that had risen fo power under Khalsa hegemony. Although
at the outset of the rebelllon Multan! Hindus and Musl|ims banded together against a per-
celved threat to local autonomy from the Lahore Durbar, MuslIms soon real}zed that thelr
Interests diverged substantially from those of Fhe Hindus. By defecting en masse from
Mulrah's standard while +the issue was st1l1 In doubt, the Mus!im ellte estabTTsheéd & clalim
to generous treatment by the Britlsh. After the annexatlon of PunjJab by British Indla,
t+he new reglme lavishly rewarded the Mulfan? Muslims by means of land grants, employment,
honors, etc. The success of this policy was demonstrated when the Muslims ral lled solidly
behind fhe administration durlng the 1857 Rebslllon.

This Is proposed to
be done by Identifying "sunrfse® Indusiries, especially In the electronics area, and to
modernize such exlsting Indusiries as text!les, cement, Jute, paper [ron and steal, auto-
motive, and others. At the same time, Indla's own capabliliy to davelop and use new tech-
nologles 1s to be ralsed. Yet certain aspects of present Tndustrial policy with respect
to both smal | firms work agalnst those same objectives. Thls paper wiil dlscuss some of
these policy Issues and conflTcts and thelr Impact upon India's obJectives wlth respect to
ITndustrial technology.

In these urban
centers, an upper stratum of powerful merchant-bankers malntained Inter-regional frade In
commodl +1es and credit notes and provided Tmportant freasury and remlttance facllitles
for reglonal and Imperial authorltles. Such merchant-bankers operated canplex organlza—
+ion networks that cross-cut +les of caste and, according To recentty published studies,
elevated tles of class over tles of caste. The general implicatlon Is that caste played
[1++ie or not role at al! in the organization of large scale flnanclal markets In Indla.
The present paper suggest that In some cases, however, even commerclal magnates whose
busThess cross—cut caste boundaries relfed on caste organizatlon for a significant propor-
tton of thelr credit needs. To support thls contentlon, +the paper examines the
NattukkoTtal Chettlar banklng system durlng the late 19th and early 20th centurles. The
paper gives speclal attentlon to transactlons of Chettlar financlal Instruments and cor-
porate qualltles of Chettiar commerlcal organization. It concludes by ralsing questlons
aboul the operatlon of financlal markets Tn pre-colenfal Indla.

"The Semalajl Sculptures: Assumptlons of Gandharan Infiuence and Their Implications"
Previous scholarshlp on the 6th century sculptures fron SamalaJi provides a strlking
exanple of how the assumptlon of a forelgn tnfluence, Gandharan In thts lnstance, has had
far-reaching Impllcatlons for the history of Indfan art. In hls monograph on the 40-odd
Hindu sculptures from This slte, the earllest slgniftcant body of TImages from the
GuJarat-Rajasthan reglon, U.P. Shah's assumptlon of a Gandharan Influence 1s |Inked fo the
mlsatiribution of these lmages to a 125-year perlod beglning In ‘the late 4th century and
has obscured thelr rightful place as 6th century works of great signlficance In Hindu lco-
nographlc developments in the post-Gupta psriod. Moreover, the assumptlion of a Gandharan
Influence at Samala]! has colored both +the Interpretation of subsequent archascloglcal
dlscoveries In the reglon and the place of Western Indla withln the malnstrean of Indian
art. The examination of the Gandharan-Influence theory In thls paper refurns Yo the
Samala]i sculptures themselves to show that these Images are not ‘the product of a 4th cen-
fury foreign Influence on North Gularat and to suggest that thils thaory and the resulting
early dates assigned these Images stem not from Inirinsic featuers of these scuptures, but
are closely assoclated with a GuJaratl reglonal Interpretation of Indian art and history.

pure~impure}, and In faver of processual, "fluld" Iinterpretations. Most of these
strengths, however, are slmply those of good, Intense cultural anthrepology. What eth-
nosocliology 1s lacking 1s a sense of context, group, sentiment and power. It also leaves
unaddressed other Issues relevant fo most other approaches to India {(privilage, poverty,
development and many others)., Partlecular papers In ‘this panel are criticized In thase
terms. :

Economfc growth was attributed to capltal, entreprensurship, and
the slze of domestic marke¥s. An alternative explanation modlflies the neoclassical
assumption of the economic development and suggests that certaln public policles can can—
pensate for deficlencies In these factors of productlon. Despl te great efforts, Nepal has
not been able 1o achieve the goal of econamlc development. Thus, focuslng on Nepal, this
paper examlines structural conditions and the problem areas thal biock the engine of growth
and development. First, the econamlc performance of the country for the last decade will
be evaluated. The next sectlon of the paper wiil attempt o discuss the problem areas of
dovelopment. Flnal section tries to provide some policy prescriptions. The analysls
concludes +tha¥t public policles can coampensate for the deticlencles of econamlc development
explained by neoclassical economlc theory.

In other word what the adi~
fors put on the mass medla will determine people's attitudinal climate which eventual ly
Influsnces thelr norm and value because they recelve glven Enformatlon about parts of the
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environment. Researches have Indlcated that putting news and Tnformation on the medla Ts
determined by three Important factors: 1) edifors' perception, 2) Instltutional poilcy and
3) news factorse. Importance of each factor depends upon the pollftical climate of a
natfon. In this short paper only one factor, "editors' perception® wil| be dlscussed In
the context of Nepal. Discusslon wlll be carried on the besls of a questlonnalre su-vey
conducted among 48 senlor edftors of 11 news media In Nepal In order to measure thelr per—
ceptlon towards the types of news, Institutlonal policles (Govermment and Media) and news
factors.

The case concerns a tantrlk of Varanasi, UsP., acting
In his capaclty as a professional medlums The tantrlk, tfralned To make his selectlons
from the lingulstic and paralingulstic possibilttles In hls speech repertolre, 1s able to
mediate effectively between the local Yaranasl resldent who [s the petitioner and the
tantrik's persoral delty. The entire possessfon 1s viewed as an event; ‘the event Is
divided Into a series of linked, Tdentiflable phases. The progressfon #ran cne phase fo
the next is sfgnalled and marked by alternatlons In particular iTngulstlc and para-
Ilnguistic features. Each of these phases 1s an expilclit speech act-a locution, having,
at the same +time, an 1llocutlonary force. In short, the tantrik, by the act of saylng
something, 1s also dolng something. What Ts belng dane, the Il locuflonary act, results
from a combination of sltuatlion speclific soclal features and broader comventional assump-
tions about the nature of these actlons.

Who are the Dravidians? Implications of Recent Flindings®

Over a decade ago | wrote a summary essay, "Who Are the Dravidlans?® Partly | wish tfo
update This work; more tmportantly, 1| wish to emphasize +the signlflcance of Oravidian
culture for understanding Hindulsm. That the Dravidian languages are refated fo the
Ural-Altalc famlly—-a coniroversial hypothesls advanced over a century ago-must not be
taken serfousiy. In addi+lon we have cultural data that, 1f used with much cautlon, tndl-
cate that the Dravldians (and peoples Influenced by them) have displayed, In comparison tfo
the Aryans, certain distinchive culiural patterns. Some siriking examples are the madtr -
|Tneal kinshlp system among some groups and the prlmacy glven to female over male deltlas.
Most indologists now concede that certaln central features of Hindulsm are non-Aryan 1n
origin. But we flnd a general fallure 1o reconstruct and +take full account of. this
non-Aryan component, which most ITkely 1s malniy Dravidian. A reconstruction of Dravidlan
culture Ts Important In It+s own rlght and Is vital for an understanding of the davel coment
of Hindul sm.

SNYDER, JEANETTE, Madlson, Wi, (Panel: The Practive of Ritual and Performance In South Asia)
"Images of Powar and Possesslion I Tlbetan A Che Lha Mo%

A chie lha mo 1s the classlcal, secular theatre of Tlbet. Uslng musle, dance, narration,
Satirical Improvisation, costume and masking, day-long performances present plays that are
drawn from Tibetan |lterature and developed wlithin the matrix of Tlbetan world views.
Among ‘the characters and ovents 1n these performances, which are essantial ly dramas of
human concerns, characters and relatlonships, one encounters many portralts of power, both
temporal and spirldual-from kings and their battles to tantric masters and thelr ritusls.
An examination of some of these portrayals provides insight Into Tibetan views of pover
and possession and thelr manlfestation as revealed Through perfomance.

STAMESLOW, PAUL W., Unfversity of Minnesota (Panei: Innovative Approaches o the Teaching
of South Aslan Languages)

"Theoretlcal Consideratlons ln Second-language Acquisition®

This paper exam{nes three hypotheses put forth by Stephen Krashan: The Input Hypothests,
the Affectlve Fliter Hypothests, and the Monlftor Hypothesis. According fo the Input
Hypothesls, we acquire spoken fluency NOT by practicing +talking but by understandlng
Tnput--by listening and reading. The Input Hypothesls may be the slingle most Important
concept In second-language acqul sitfon theory today and mey hold the answer to many of our
problems in second-ianguage Instruction at all levels. The Affective Fllter Hypothesls
addresses student amxlefy, and ALL of the new approaches to language teach ing have the
lowering of student amxlety as a goal. The Monltor Hypothesls di stinguishes between
fanguage "acquisltlon" and the language "learning". Learning has only one functlon--as a
monftor, or edltor, used for self—-correction.

STANLEY, JOHN M., Lawrence University, (Panel: Whe (What) Controls the Spirits: South

"Bhut Badhe and Angat Yene as RlItual Performance®

Two distinct types of possesslon rituals are regularly practiced In Maharashira. One Is a
ritual 1n which "patients" whose Iliness has been dlaghosed as bhut badha {possessfion by a
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ghos+) gather at a place of heallng power. The heallng power 1s affected principal by by
+he formal factors of tIme and space, but T+ can be Intensifled by cortalin formallzed
actions of rltual functlonarles. For the most part, however, the rifual actlon at a
heallng center Is determined by the patients who enter Into dialogue wlth the unseen power
and act out a varlety of roles of punished ghosts. The other ritual 1s one Tn which
possassfon by a god {angat vene) Ts Invited, etther by Individuals or a group to enhance
both Individual and collective well belng. In thls type of riltual the possession of the
enhancing power Is usually invited by establlshed ritual procedures and (s carefully
orchestrated through symbols, muslc and gesiure. Cases of each type are 1l lustrated and
discussed as Instances of ritual performance. :

From one standpoint, there is nothing more to be sald about The exiraordlnary genlus of
Purandara dasa, a slmple singer and salnt of the 15th century, that has not already been
salde STIII, Tt Is Impossible to resist analyzing and marvel [Tng at this man only 1f 1t
s to rediscover ourselves and the day we live In. For this same reason, Puranadara dasa
dofles history, manages To remaln Immortal Tn the minds and hearts of Kannadigas by hls
clartdy of soul and purity of expressfon. The flow of his dovotion was as strong as It
was deep, and |lke a river 1t enriched the banks and beyond. All his |1fe was spent In
singlng and devising ways to find God and the meaning of life In a continuous, con
centrated thought process. He was single minded In his prayerful attitude towards God.
But this did not mean Inaction or stiliness. His efforts were strenuous and were
dlametrfcal ly opposed to tethargy of any kinde Purandara dasa was highly practical and
wordly wise. He takes everyday examples from the itves of ordinary pecple and analyzes
+hem agafnst the background of God and the devotlon due to Hime. The 475,000 songs he has
canposed are tn ragas and thalas that are the foundation of modern Karnatic music. We
sing hls sings and keep him allve as much as we keep God ative In us. Though FPurandara
dasa snumerated +he qualltles of God, he sometimes takes objections 1o some of God's ways;
but with the love and devollon he possesses, he comes right back to the positlon of +he
+rue hair dasa. God [s the enly way for a mortal o attaln peace. God's awareness is the
only way to llve a meaningful ex!stence.

"The Impact of Commerlcal Cassette Recording on Javanese Musie®

Ovar the past 15 years, the commerclal cassette Industry 1n Java has grown rapidiy.
Scholars have alluded to the effects of this Industry on indfgencus musiclans, but have
not focused on thls Important Issue. A brief overview of The cassetfe [ndustry in Java
provides background for a study of that Industry 1In relation to +raditional muslec Tn
central Java, with focus on the Banyumas reglon. It Is argued that the dfssemination of
muste both in this region and elsewhere Tn Java Is glving Banyumas mus fc greater definl-
+lon, whlle at the same tlme altering Indigenous conceptlons about T+. Musfclans residing
far fron Banyumas have relatlvely easy access fo recordings of the best musiclans from
Banyumas, and can learn o perform Tn Banyumas stiyle. The knowledge of other local tradi-
tlons spread through the medium of cassettes Is signlflcantly different from the kind of
musleal borrowing That has occurred over the previous centurles, when personal contact was
the only means for learning. Mowadays, the authoritative source 15 no longer a person, or
group, but this or that casseite recording, wlth all detalls fixed to be reheard exactly
agaln and agaln. As a source of authority, with far greater potentlality for standar-
dizing performance than Is possible with written sources, cassettes of iradlttonal music
are, It Is argued, the single most Important force In the current devalopment of tradf-
t+ional muslec==both 1+s sound organizatlon and T+s ethos.

"A Study of the Effects of Soclal Change on DepiressTon Among Havik Brabmin Women®
Depressfon 1s a disorder whlch may be affected by |ife events and cultural change—-
espsclal ly when the change results In an Increase or loss of privileges. In thls study
the change 1s from pre-puberty marriage o post-puberty marriage for women. Concomltant
wi+th this change has been Increased education for both men and women and & swlich froam a
soclely in which helplessness to one In which women are expected to make decislons about
thelr own Ilves and about household management. Depression 1s common both among women
married before puberty and after pubarty. However, the apparent 11fe event etlologles of
depression among women In Totagadde differs between the two populations. Momen mareled
before puberty are especlial ly vulnerable 4o death as a precipltant of depression. Younger
Wwomen atre vuinerable to depression because of the responsiblllty they are expected o
take, the consequences of thelr decislons, and changed cultural expectations. A case
study approsch wili be used to present contrasting types of depression.

YAIDYA, RAMESH, Unlversity of Minnesota~Duluth, {(Panef: The South AsTan lLandscape: A
Series of Sefected Recent Research Toples)

Financial Policy and Development Goals: The Case of Nepal's Comstruction Projects®

The basic premise of +this paper Is that the consiructlon Industry can play an Important
role Tn achleving development goals. However, a construction Industry does not emerge
merely by expendltures on construction actlivity; I+s emergence depends upon a number of
poelicy cholces. A model s suggested for analyzing this Tssue and 1+ Is then empirical ly
tested by using primary data gathered from 14 constructlon projects In Nepal. The results
Indtcate the foliowing relatlonships: 1} Projects *lnanced by nultilateral sources,
| ocated In easy terrain, and of large scale, are |lkely 1o use capi+tal fntensive
construction methods, whlle +hose funded by domestlc sources, located In difficult
terraln, and of small scale, tend o use labor Intensive ones. 2) Prolects financed by
nultllateral sources and of large scale are llkely o use a hlgher proportlon of forelgn
materlals, while those funded by domestic sources and of smal! scale tend fo use a higher
proportlon of domestic materfals.s 3) ProjJects flnanced by multiiateral sources and of
large scale are llkely 1t use a higher proportion of forelgn management Input, while those
funded by domestic sources and of small scale tend fo use a higher proportion of damestlic
mahagement tnpute I+ Is demonstrated +hat a comprehensive strategy can be evolved that
permits the cholce of approprlate policies 4o accomplish development goals.

"Treasure Garden: A Unique Feature In Nepalese Landscape Architecture®

The medleval palace compounds, some of which still exist In kathmandu valley, have
extonded backyards which bear an Interesting name, Bhkandarkhal, or treaswe garden.
Although ancient IndTan architectural texts prescribe such a garden inside a roval resi~
dence, apparently It has been a part of the forgotten story of Indian archltectural his-
forye In Nepal, on +the other hand, one of such gardens stil} functicns not only as a
backyard but also a safe place for keeplng valuable materials. This paper lmvestigates
+he s!ggificance of such gardens during +the medleval perlod 1n the tlight of historical
documents.

#Transcreation of Native Contexts: Indlam English and Womon®
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This paper Is a study of the use ot language for understandlng the cmoplex!ties of roies
and status of women Tn Indian soclely. The examples fo Tllustrate my hypothests are taken
from selected texts from Hindl and from indian English creative writing. Indian English
provides a unique example of an acculturated Instltutional varlely of a second language «
Indfan English Is used to VtranseFeate’ natlve soclal and attitudinal contexts. The study
thus focuses on the formal characteristlcs of language (@.g., modes of reference/address
status and attitude Indicators; markers of 'protectiveness') and dlscoursal- strateglies
used for |Tngulstlc Interactlion. This paper wil | discuss how such ITngulstic markers and
sirategles are 'transferred' to Indlan Engllsh texts which Indlanize +he text and make It
cutture-spectflc. 1+ will be shown t+hat Indian wrlters of “Engllsh have doveloped a spo-
ctal indlanized women's language which can only be appreciated by considering the
underlying Indian attitudes toward women and the Indlan use of women's language.

VARMA, RAVINIDRA, Unlversliy of Udatpur, (Panel: The South Aslan Landscapes A Serles of
Selected Recent Research Toplcs)

"The Ewmerging Reglonal Co-operation and Organlzation In South Asla® :

Reglonal organizations have prol! ferated throughout the worid since +he Second World War.
Bul this upsurge of regionalism drew a blank Tn South Asia for a long Time. This was due
to Intre-reglional disputes (some of them leading to shooting wars), the predomtnant pasi-
+lon of Indla which kept her nelghbors at bay and Indla's fears lest her smal ler nelghbors
gang up agalnst her in a reglonal conclave. The lce was somewhat broken when, In 1980,
Bang ladesh floated the Idea of a reglonal summit. The "Blg Two" of +he reglon~-indla and
Paklstan-—were lukawarm at flrst but fell In iTne on the condltion that officlals should
meet first, forelgn ministers later and +the heads of goverment last. Since {+hen forelgn
secretarles have met 5 times and forelgn minTsters twice. They have ldentlfled 9 areas of
co~oparation. Stage Is now sot for a summit of the heads of govermmant. The seven
countriles of South Asla are thus Inching towards a tramework of reglonal co-operations I
political will 1s there, +his reglonal organlzation {SARC) will be able to work for the
welfare of 900 million people of South Asla who are almest 1/5 of the human race.

The aural
complexity of the mustc Ttself, along with a new and prollfic cassette Indusiry which 1s
producing increasingly attractive recordings of the best ensemb los in the +tradltion, has
atiracted forelgn and indigenous scholars almos® axclusively to the sound product of game-—
lan performance. Thls emphaslis has left the sfudy of soclal bahavior and group organlza—
+lon and dynamles virfual ly unexplored--not an uncarmon situation In the studlies of any
wart-music® tradli+tion. Thls paper focuses on the social element of gamelan performance by
examining the group of musiclans who are attached fo the palace of the Sultan of
Yogyakarta, where | carried out research In 1982-83. | wlil examine elements of
|eadershlp, status structurae, etiquette and rehsarsal dynamics. An elaborate siructure
of soctal organtzatlon and Interactions merge which, | argue, Is as tmportant to the musi-
clans In this institutlon as Is the sound product they produce Tn performance. The socl al
sfructuare discussed here s characterlstic of gemelan groups in the court-music sirata of
+he {radltion, but Tts elements resound In other strata of the Central Javanaese tradlition

"Hindu=MuslIm Relations In the REITgious and Legal Arema In Medieval Maharashira®
Maharashitra fron the 14th to the 17+h centuries was a marginal area of Muslim power In
terms of Muslim population and centrallzed pollitical control as compared fo the
Indus~Gangetlc belt In the North. A large portlon of present-day Maharashtra cam under
Maratha {(Hindu) control In +he 18th century. Howavar, the previous centurles of co-
existence of ‘+the MuslIims and the Hindus had contributed +o a sttuatlion of mutual adap-
tatlon of Instlitutlonal values and atdltudes. Some scholars have referred to the
Hindu-MusiIm relatlons In medieval Maharashira as belng 'cordial' and conduclve to 'peace—
ful co-existence' and have progpounded the theories of ‘'secularism' and '"Integration'.
Others have emphaslzed divisive forces operating within +the coamunlties leadlng 1o a
perennlal mutual dlstrust, The present paper does not deal with such assumptions or
theories. Instead, the focus of the paper 1s on the nature of symblotic relationships
entered Into by the twoe conmunltles which were reallstic and mutual ly advantageous.
Illustrative examples will be drawn from the Marath! wrltings of the Muslim and Hindu
Ysants' such as Shaikh Muhammad, Eknath and Tukaram. Law cases Involving Hindus and
Muslims acting as Judges or as litlgents will also help clarTfy Hindu-Muslim relations In
medleval {16+th-18+h cen.) Maharashira.

This paper analyzes the current posl+lon of women in the Industrial labor force of Lahore
and thelr potential for Increased participation In the context of percelved cultural noms
and redeflined fradltion. Issues whlch have enabled women to enter the warkforce since the
mid-1980's {e.g., hlgher I{fteracy levels, male mligration to +The Gulf states) are
addressed.
